Educational Tours & Activities

DOCENT GUIDED TOURS

Get to know IRM with an experienced docent. Docents
are available for guided tours of the museum’s public
display barns, which feature historic freight and
passenger cars, steam and diesel locomotives.

A Barn tour is approximately 30 minutes in length. Each
tour can accommodate 40 people. For groups larger

than 40 people, please book more than one guided tour.

Docent tours are $50/hour.

SHOP PRESENTATIONS

IRM is a museum in motion, meaning our locomotives and
cars actually run! To make this happen, dedicated groups of
volunteers restore and maintain the historic equipment.
Groups may choose to add a shop presentation to their visit
to learn more about the restoration and maintenance
facilities. Bookings are dependent on shop availability.
Choose between:

e Electric Car Shop
e Diesel Shop
e Steam Shop

Shop presentations are $100/hour.




Private Train Charters

On the museum’s regular operating days, electric streetcars, interurbans, rapid
transit trains, steam trains, and/or diesel trains run throughout the day. Rides on
these programmed cars are included with admission.

Groups may choose to book a private train charter. Individual private cars may also
be added to a programmed train. On non-operational days, a private charter must be
booked to enjoy a train ride and includes an additional mobilization fee.

Booking is subject to volunteer train crew availability. Museum volunteers/working
members receive a 10% discount on charters.

Facility Rentals

HISTORIC EAST UNION DEPOT

IRM’s only indoor facility rental is located in the 1851 East Union Depot.
Restrooms are located in the Depot. Mainline train trips depart from outside the
facility. The Depot has a capacity of 30 people.

East Union Depot costs $75/hour.

CENTRAL AVENUE PAVILION

The covered, outdoor Central Avenue Pavilion
is conveniently located across from Central
Diner and in the center of IRM’s train display
barns. There are 16 picnic tables located under
the pavilion, with seating for up to 128.
Pavilion can be cordoned off for groups.

Central Avenue Pavilion costs $75/hour.

FRONTAGE FIELD

For especially large groups, large grassy
areas are available for tents, including
the centrally located Frontage Field.
Tents are not provided by IRM. Groups
must use an external company for tent
rentals. IRM can recommend companies,
upon request.

Grassy Area costs $50/hour.
